9. Who is charged with carrying out public policies or taking public actions approved by the government?

10. How are those administrators chosen?

11. How, in general, is law enforcement organized in Mexico?

12. Who is in ultimate control of Mexican military forces?

13. What political role does the military play in Mexico?
